INSTRUCTIONS FOR REVOKING A FINANCIAL POWER OF ATTORNEY

Because a Financial Power of Attorney was given voluntarily by you to another person, you always have the right to revoke it at any time so long as you are legally competent.

The best way to revoke a power of attorney is to make a written statement revoking the document and give it to everyone who has a copy of your Financial Power of Attorney. Attached to this is a simple revocation form that you may use. NOTE: Signing a new Statutory Form Power of Attorney will not revoke any prior one you signed.

Once you have prepared a revocation of your Financial Power of Attorney, you should provide a copy of the revocation to the former POA and every institution that may have had dealings with your former POA. If your Financial Power of Attorney was recorded in the office of the county recorder, then your revocation is not effective until it is also recorded in the same office.

Destroy all copies of a revoked Financial Power of Attorney.
