The undersigned bidder, pursuant to the foregoing advertisement for bids, has carefully examined this bid proposal, the contract documents, special provisions, general provisions, special conditions, and the specifications and will provide all necessary labor, superintendence, machinery, equipment, tools, materials, services and any other items necessary to successfully commence and complete fully all the work as provided for in the plans, specifications and contract documents; and further binds himself upon formal acceptance of this Bid Proposal to execute a contract and bonds, according to the prescribed forms, for performing and completing the said work within the required time.

It is understood that the following quantities of work to be done are approximate only, and are intended principally to serve as a guide in calculating the bids. It is further understood that the quantities of work to be done and materials to be furnished may be increased or decreased as may be considered necessary, in the opinion of the Town Engineer, to complete the work as fully planned and contemplated, and that all quantities of work whether increased or decreased, are to be performed at the unit prices set forth below except as provided for in the specifications.

No Texas sales tax shall be included on the prices bid for tangible personal property which is to be incorporated into and becomes a part of the finished project under this contract. This contract is issued by the Town which qualifies for exemption pursuant to the provisions of Article 20.04 (f) of the Texas Limited Sales, Excise and Use Tax Act. The Contractor becomes a Seller of tangible personal property which is to be incorporated into and becomes a part of the finished project under this contract. Such materials which are made a part of the finished project are tax exempt. Equipment rentals, form materials, etc., which are used to construct the project and not incorporated in the finished project are not tax exempt. As a Seller, the contractor may issue a Re-Sale Certificate in lieu of paying the sales tax at the time of purchase. The Re-Sale Certificate issued by the contractor in lieu of the sales tax shall comply with the State Comptroller's ruling No. 95-0.07. The Contractor must then receive an exemption certificate from the Town for the materials incorporated into the project. Any such exemption certificate issued by the Town in lieu of the sales tax shall be subject to the provisions of the State Comptroller's ruling No. 95-0.09 as amended to be effective October 2, 1968.
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The unit prices shall include all labor, materials, equipment, overhead, profit, insurance, etc., to cover the completed work of the several kinds called for.

The work proposed to be done shall be accepted when fully completed and finished in accordance with the plans and specifications, to the satisfaction of the Town. The undersigned certifies that the bid prices contained in this Bid Proposal have been carefully checked and are submitted as correct and final.

The undersigned bidder hereby declares that he/she has visited the site of the work and has carefully examined the contract documents and specifications pertaining to the work covered by the above bid, and he further agrees to commence work within ten (10) days after the date of written notice to do so shall have been given to him, and to substantially complete the same within specified time limit, after the date of written notice to commence work has been issued.

Time is of the essence for performance of all obligations imposed by this contract, on or before the date specified herein for such performance and Town shall duly consider the Time of Completion Bid when reviewing and awarding the contract.
