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“Education is a natural process carried out by the child and is not acquired by listening to words but by experiences in the environ-ment.” –Maria Montessori

The students have been focusing really well in the classroom. We are transitioning into normalization during the work cycle, coming in each morning and getting out our lesson plans. Normalization is a Montessori term we use when children become self-regulated through concentration on stimulating self-chosen tasks. Many students are challenging themselves each day, and are doing well at staying on track. While students observe each other, it inspires others around them to work to their own potential.

I believe observation is a fundamental aspect of the Montessori classroom. Part of the Mon-tessori philosophy is to observe the child and foster their academic needs. Our shelves are full of aesthetic materials, which invite the child to explore areas of their individual in-terests. Lessons are in sequential order on the shelves, allowing the child to see the progres-sion of each content area. This is beneficial because many students are curious about different works that their peers have out.

As the children enjoy exploring their own in-terests, I also like incorporating my own inter-ests into the classroom. Cooking is one of my passions, and I am sharing that with the kids. We often bake bread, allowing the children to measure out each ingredient. Once the bread is done, we divide the bread equally while incorporating a fraction lesson. After the students observed this lesson for multiple weeks, they have now become capable of measuring, baking and dividing the bread up equally. We do this activity on Fridays to cel-ebrate all of our accomplishments throughout the week.
