For and in consideration of the mutual covenants herein contained, Contractor and OTT Group –

Logistics Services agree as follows:

Section 1 – APPLICATION OF THIS AGREEMENT

CONTRACTOR is agreed OTT Group – Logistics Services with premium transportation services of general Freights of all kinds by motor vehicle and desires to transport goods for CARRIER; and WHEREAS, to facilitate such transportation and for the convenience in handling such transaction, the parties have agreed to the terms and conditions under which transportation shall be made, as hereinafter set forth.

Any waiver of any provision in this agreement must be in writing – signed by both parties.

Rates, discounts, terms and conditions in this Agreement apply an all shipments accepted by CONTRACTOR and paid by OTT Group.

Section 2 - GENERAL PROVISIONS

(a) CONTRACTOR, in its operations hereunder, shall secure all permits, licenses and approvals necessary for the accomplishment of the work to be done hereunder and shall comply fully with all applicable laws, rules, orders and regulation of all governments and agencies thereof, whether federal, state or local, and shall furnish CARRIER with satisfactory evidence thereof whenever requested to do so. Carrier shall provide serviceable equipment and vehicles maintained in a good condition. CONTRACTOR shall, at all times, be responsible for and pay all costs and expenses necessary or incidental to the maintenance and operation of its equipment and vehicles, including the cost of fuel, supplies, licenses, permits, taxes and tolls.

(b) The CONTRACTOR hereby agrees to deliver for the CARRIER for transportation, not less than the following amount: one shipment of freight of all kinds during a period of one (1) year. The CONTRACTOR further agrees, subject to availability and loading tendered for transportation by

CARRIER.

(c) CONTRACTOR shall protect and preserve cargo at all times during CONTRACTOR custody. CONTRACTOR shall transport all cargo with prompt and reasonable respond in accordance with the scheduled pickup and delivery requirements which OTT Group- Logistics Services provides to Contractor.

(d) CONTRACTOR shall provide the services to OTT Group – Logistics Services, as independent contractor and neither CONTRACTOR nor its employees shall be considered an employee of OTT Group - Logistics Services. The CONTRACTOR when hiring an employee will prove the CARRIER’S satisfaction that the driver in question meets all of the criteria set out by the CARRIER. The employee will be an employee of the CONTRACTOR. As such it is the responsibility of the CONTRACTOR to ensure compliance with any and all regulations concerning labor in the various jurisdictions through which the CONTRACTOR’S unit operates. It is expressly agreed and understood that the Contractor accepts complete responsibility for any person operating, traveling in or upon the vehicles. This responsibility includes but is not limited to, any
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accident, claim or incident caused by an action, in action or omission whether it is deliberate, accidental or through negligence.

(e) CONTRACTOR’S equipment offered to OTT Group – Logistics Services for loading cargo shall be clean, odor-free, dry, leak-proof, secure and of contamination and infestation. Said equipment must transport cargo in an enclosed environment (Open pickup trucks for example are not acceptable) Cargo shall include any containers in which goods are packed when received by CONTRACTOR hereunder. This agreement shall not be modified or altered unless in writing, signed by both parties to this agreement

(f) Any limitation on or exemption from liability in any tariff, receipt, bill of lading, or other document issued by or on behalf of CONTRACTOR shall have no legal effect and shall not otherwise apply with respect to shipments tendered by or on behalf of CARRIER unless specifically agreed in writing by the CONTRACTOR. Any limitations on or exemptions from liability contained in a CONTRACTOR’S tariff, receipt, bill of lading, or other document issued in conjunction with a specific shipment moving under this Contract shall have no legal effect and shall not otherwise be applicable to such shipments.

(g) Co-Loading or mixing of freight is prohibited. All trucks utilized must be “exclusive use” only. CONTRACTOR agrees that at no time during the transportation of OTT Group shipment shall it co-load other shipments in furtherance of its contractual commitment. CONTRACTOR therefore agrees to waive all related transportation charges associated with any shipment not handled by CONTRACTOR on dedicated exclusive-use vehicles.
Section 3 - RECEIPTS OF GOODS

(a) The CONTRACTOR or his employee shall deliver to the CARRIER a bill of lading for every shipment carried.

(b) CONTRACTOR agrees to take signed receipts upon forms satisfactory to CARRIER from all persons to whom deliveries shall be made, which receipts shall be retained by CONTRACTOR for at least two (2) years and shall be available for inspection and use of Shipper.

(c) The CONTRACTOR or his employee is responsible to ensure that bills of lading are properly issued and those valid receipts are duly received for all goods delivered.

Section 4 - CARE AND CUSTODY OF MERCHANDISE

(a) CONTRACTOR hereby assume the liability of an insurer of the prompt and safe transportation of all goods entrusted to its care, and shall be responsible to CARRIER for all loss or damage of whatever kind and nature and howsoever, caused to any and all goods entrusted to CONTRACTOR hereunder occurring, while same remains in the care, custody or control of CONTRACTOR or to any other persons to whom the CONTRACTOR may have entrusted said goods and before said goods are delivered as herein provided or returned to CARRIER.

(b) On occasion, CONTRACTOR will be requested to transport reefer cargo in refrigerated containers. On all occasions, refrigerated containers must be transported with an attached generator set (nose mounted or under-slung) unless specifically advised by CARRIER in writing that a generator set is not required. It is the CARRIER’S responsibility to ensure a generator set is attached and running properly at the assigned temperature at the time of interchange.

(c) Parties further agree that in those cases where the CARRIER determines that CONTRACTOR performance, as regards to guarantee arrival times, is not in conformity with this contract, and no good justification is shown therefore, the following adjustments will be made to the rates and charges:

1. Failure to arrive at destination on time as agreed with CARRIER up to and including one (1) hour and fifty-nine (59) minutes late; reduction in the total charges by twenty-five percent (25%)
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2. Failure to arrive at destination on time as agreed with CARRIER between two (2) hours and three (3) hours and fifty-nine (59) minutes late; reduction in the total charges by fifty percent (50%)

3. Failure to arrive at destination on time as agreed with CARRIER over four (4) hours reduction in the total charges by one hundred percent (100%)

4. In all cases where the BROKER refuses to pay CARRIER due the late delivery by the CARRIER which is over two (2) hours late, the CONTRACTOR’S pay will be reduced by one hundred percent (100%)

Section 5 - INSURANCE

(a) In order to satisfy the Contractor of its ability to comply with its covenants of indemnity, the carrier shall obtain policies of insurance with coverage for which the contractor must qualify and/or continue to qualify for.

(b) With respect to the CONTRACTOR and/or his approved alternate driver, the CONTRACTOR agrees that NOT to report for duty under the influence of alcohol or drugs or the consumption of or possession of alcohol while on duty.

(c) The CONTRACTOR agrees to carry cargo, personal injury, death, equipment and general insurance and will promptly reimburse CARRIER for the value of any goods (including containers) lost or destroyed during the period of CONTRACTOR’S responsibility under clause (3) (a). All such insurance shall name OTT GROUP, as CERTIFICATE HOLDER.

(d) The CONTRACTOR agrees to provide the OTT GROUP with appropriate certification and a copy of each policy of insurance and renewals thereof or other satisfactory evidence that CONTRACTOR has obtained insurance in compliance with the requirements and terms of this agreement.

(e) The CONTRACTOR will arrange with its broker and/or insurance Carrier(s) that notice of coverage and limits will be sent directly to the OTT GROUP, as well and cancellation notices and amendments to coverage(s).

(f) The CONTRACTOR, as principal owner of the vehicular equipment and personally undertakes to guarantee to take full responsibility for any and all debts and liabilities incurred by himself and any approved alternate driver who may operate the described vehicular equipment while in the performance of the duties and obligation of this contract

Section 6 - COMPENSATION, COMMODITIES, TERRITORY

(g) Acceptable rates and charges, rules and regulations, the commodities to be transported, and the points from and to which they shall be transported, are to be furnished the CARRIER, the Federal Motor Carrier Safety Administration and other regulatory bodies as may be required, as set forth in the rate schedule attached hereto and made a part hereof. CARRIER agrees to pay CONTRACTOR as full compensation for services to be performed by CARRIER under said rules and regulations the rates and charges set forth in the rate schedule, within sixty (60) days of invoice date.

(h) All hold back monies will be held for a period of 90 days after you’re last designated pay date. Without sufficient notice of termination, given by the CONTRACTOR, any monies owing will be held for an additional 30 days. This will allow any cargo claims or other possible claims to be filed with company

(i) The CONTRACTOR or his employee shall take instructions directly from the CARRIER’S dispatcher or his designate and both are subject to the dispatcher or his designates’ direction and control.

Section 7 - CONFIDENTIALITY:

CONTRACTOR shall treat as confidential, and not to disclose to third parties, the terms of this agreement or any information concerning the CARRIER’S business including information regarding suppliers, products and customers without in each instance obtaining CARRIER’S written consent in advance.
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Section 8 - SAFETY:

Per our Customers’ requirements, the following Personal Protective Equipment (PPE) must be worn and in good working order at all times when tendering any shipments to/from ALL Customer locations:

Section 10 - NOTICES

This agreement is to become effective upon signature by CARRIER and CONTRACTOR. This contract shall terminate all previous contracts between the parties hereto relating to the transportation Freight of all kinds and shall remain in full force and effect for one (1) year from date hereof and from year to year thereafter, subject to the right of termination by either party at any time on thirty (30) days’ notice in writing to the other party, and, in the event of such termination at any time other than the end of (1) or more years from date hereof, the minimum provided in paragraph 1 (b) shall be reduced by the proportion the unexpired portion of the years bears to one (1) year

Unless otherwise specified all notices, requests, consents, approvals and other communication required by this agreement shall be in writing and shall be deemed to have duly given upon receipt by the addressee if hand delivered, sent by facsimile, sent by Certified or Registered mail, return receipt requested to the following addresses:
