RENTAL LEASE AGREEMENT - 1
Revised  7/5/2017

This lease agreement is made between Prather Truck Farms, LLC, herein after called Lessor, and the above named Lessee as of the date indicated above.

WITNESSETH: For and in consideration of the payment of rents and the performance of the covenants and conditions herein on the part of the Lessee, Lessor does hereby lease unto Lessee said storage area as indicated above, unassigned or assigned space (known hereafter as “premises” or “leased premises”). Said Lessee, in consideration of the leasing of the premises and the agreements contained herein, covenants and agrees with Lessor:

1. To pay Lessor said rents in advance on or before the 1st of each and every month during said term. This rental period is for a minimum of one month, and will continue until terminated upon thirty days written notice by either party or as otherwise provided for herein. Payment of the first month's rent and other charges referenced above are hereby acknowledged by Lessor. A Security Deposit will be collected to ensure all rents and charges will be paid when due. Upon vacating, Lessee will receive an accounting of the Deposit and any refund due within thirty days. The rental rate may be increased upon thirty days’ notice to Lessee.

2. The mailing address listed above for Lessee shall be deemed to be the last known mailing address for the purposes of any notices to be given to the Lessee in connection with this lease, or with regard to any remedy upon default; Lessee shall be responsible to notify Lessor in writing of any change in Lessee's address or telephone number. Notices shall be given either in person, or by regular mail to the addresses above.

3. Lessee will keep the leased premises in good condition, will not live or sleep or keep live creatures of any kind on premises, will not speed on the premises or surrounding property, will not block driveways, commit a nuisance or waste, harass or block other occupants, and will not litter or damage any portion of premises or surrounding property. Lessee will not permit any acts on the premises in violation of any statute, law, regulation or ordinance. Lessee will not use or permit the use of said premises for any illegal purpose, and will not store on said premises any explosives, corrosive materials, pollutants, perishables, nuclear materials, highly flammable materials or any other materials with hazardous properties. Only emergency repair work will be allowed on any vehicle stored. No oil changes or engine work shall be performed on the leased premises. Any breach of the terms of this contract is cause for eviction, and claim for damages based on any injuries to person or property. Any waiver by the Lessor of any breach of any covenant or condition herein contained to be kept and performed by the Lessee shall not operate to bar or prevent the Lessor from declaring a forfeiture for any succeeding breach, either of the same condition or covenant or otherwise.

4. Lessee will not assign or hypothecate this lease, or let or sublet the whole or any part of the premises without first having obtained the written consent of the Lessor. In construing this lease, it is understood that the Lessor or the Lessee may be more than one person; that the term Lessor shall include the owners, and operators of the facility and their agents. The Lessor is a landlord renting space to tenants for self-service use and is not a bailor or warehouseman in the business of storing goods for hire. Lessor has the right to enter the leased premises immediately in the event of an emergency or to conduct repairs or improvements.

5. Any property stored will be solely for the benefit of the Lessee(s) named above. Lessee shall not allow other persons not named as Lessee to store property.

6. DELINQUENCY. When any part of the rent or other charges due remain unpaid for six consecutive days Lessor may deny Lessee access to the leased premises and its personal property until all charges are paid. Rent not paid by the tenth of the month will be

assessed a late fee of $25.00. In addition, upon delinquency of fourteen days, a $25.00 fee will be charged for each notice of lien sent by regular mail to Lessee. Lessee shall be in default if Lessee's payment is in arrears for 14 days (RCW 19.150), or immediately, if Lessee neglects or fails to observe any of the covenants or conditions contained herein. In the event of a default, Lessor shall have all remedies allowed by law, including, but not limited to, the right to terminate this lease and enter into and upon said premises, and expel Lessee. In the event of a default, Lessor may also sell or dispose of said property as provided by Washington law. The Lessor shall also have the right to remove or place lock on Lessee's property. Thereafter, if and when Lessee has paid all rents and fees, Lessee is responsible for securing its property.

7. INSURANCE. Lessor does not provide insurance coverage for any property stored in the leased premises or surrounding area. Lessee, at his own expense, shall be responsible for obtaining any insurance on the property stored. Lessee is strongly encouraged to have insurance covering any damage however caused to the contents stored.

8. DISCLAIMER OF WARRANTIES AND LIMITATION OF LIABILITY. Lessor makes no express warranties in connection with this transaction. Any express or implied warranty and remedy which might arise by implication or operation by law, is hereby excluded and disclaimed including the implied warranties of merchantability and fitness for particular purpose. It is understood and agreed that Lessor and/or Lessor's agents will not be liable for any damages, losses or expenses as a result of any theft of, or damage to the property placed in the area by fire, water, rodents, mold, or otherwise, or caused by the acts, omissions or negligence of Lessor or Lessor's agents. It is further understood and agreed that the liability of Lessor and/or Lessor's agents, whether in contract, under any warranty, in tort (including negligence), in strict liability or otherwise shall not exceed the return of the lease payments paid by the Lessee, and under no circumstances shall Lessor and/or its agents be liable for any special, incidental or consequential damages, including, but not limited to, personal injury, property damage, damage to or loss of equipment, lost profits or revenue, costs of renting replacements and other additional expenses, even if the Lessor has been advised of the possibility of such damages. Lessee shall indemnify and hold Lessor harmless from any damages or injuries caused by Lessee to third parties.

9. Lessee authorizes the Lessor to release name, address, rental information and allow access to law enforcement officials in the event of an investigation.

10. ATTORNEY'S FEES. In the event that suit or action is instituted in connection with this lease, the Lessor shall be entitled to recovery of its reasonable attorney fees and expenses in such amounts as the trial, bankruptcy or appellate court, in the event the litigation is appealed, may determine. The titles of the paragraphs are for convenience and reference only and are not to be considered as construing this agreement.

11. Lessor shall have the right at any time, and upon reasonable notice, to reassign Lessee to a different space on the same terms and conditions as provided herein. Lessor may provide Rules and Regulations governing Lessee’s use of the leased premises, which Rules and Regulations may be altered from time to time.

12. Time is of the essence in enforcing the terms of this lease. This lease constitutes the entire agreement between the parties. No modification to this lease shall be effective unless in writing. If any part of this lease is deemed invalid or illegal, then only that part shall have no force and effect and the remainder of the lease shall be enforceable.
