· be open, objective and non-judgmental in enabling you to set and work towards your own goals

· endeavour to support and encourage you whilst you do the work and reap the benefits of your efforts

· be focused on you and your best interests in relation to achieving your goals

As your coachee, I will:

· be open and honest with my goals and objectives 
· attend the agreed coaching appointments
· engage fully in the coaching relationship and commit to taking the agreed actions
Confidentiality:

We agree that the content of the coaching sessions will be kept strictly confidential between us and any notes of our sessions will be stored in the confidential section of the website database, only available to us.

As your coach I undertake to observe confidentiality about the nature and content of our discussions and may only break your confidence in the following circumstances where:

· there is unacceptable risk to you or other people

· there are issues of breach of law or breach of contract

· other specific issues are identified and agreed between Coach and Coachee which are inappropriate of being managed within the accountability of the Coaching Relationship
As the coachee I recognise it can be beneficial to keep my line manager/Coaching Champion updated with the progress of coaching and on any key action points which arise. In particular I recognise it may be helpful to involve my line manager in developing the coaching objectives

We agree that we will attempt to resolve any problems which arise through discussion and agreement but we understand that a Complaints Procedure exists to deal with any circumstances where either party’s behaviour or conduct is unprofessional or falls below acceptable standards.
