List of Mini-Books

1. Layer Book

2. Venn Diagram foldable

3. Side Flap Foldables

A. Wide three flaps

B. Narrow seven flaps

4. Tab books (3-Tab & 5-Tab)

5. Four-Fold (use horizontally or vertically)

6. Tri-Flap Foldable

7. Four-Square Foldable

Hello! Many times I’ve wanted to use a foldable in my lessons, but have had to take the time to sit down and create the template. I’ve made these so that you can just print off a template, hand-write any title information that you would like, then photocopy as many as you’d like. You could also have the students do the title work on their own,. The students will do all the “big” writing, and they love to draw their own pictures to go on their little “book” they are making. You could also just print off the blank template to include in a learning center for students to create their own projects. Basic instructions for each tem-plate are given on the template page. I’ve also included a few examples of ways you can use them. With mini-books, the ideas are limitless, literally!

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Layer Book

Write title on smallest rectangle. Cut out individu-al rectangles and layer together, smallest on top. Staple on top on staple lines. Write subtitles on the bottom of the layers. Students write/draw on each layer. Use as many/few layers as desired.

Cut around entire piece.

Fold in half. Cut on dot-

ted lines.

Flap Book

Cut around entire out-line. Fold in half. Cut out top rectangle to expose the back. That will be where you write the title. Cut the flaps on the dotted lines. Write subtitles on flaps (with pictures if de-sired). Write under the flap.

This is a basic template for a 7-flap book. If you desire less flaps, just cut off the bottom flaps after the amount you want. This book works well for spelling or vocabulary words.
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Tab Books

Cut out each piece (the cover and the three tabbed pages). Layer so you can see each tab on the top. Staple on left side. Add title ,with picture if desired, to cover page. Add subtitles to tabbed pages. Stu-dents record information and drawings as needed to each page.

Included are a 3-Tab book and a 5-Tab book. Although the example given is just for a 3-Tab book, the 5-Tab book is used in a similar way.

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Tri-Flap Foldable

Cut around entire outer edge. Fold in half. Cut on dotted lines. Fold the three flaps up. Write title on the top, and subtitles on the flaps. Write/ draw under the flaps.
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Four-Square Foldable

Cut around entire rectangle. Fold top down and bottom up to meet in the middle. Cut on dotted lines to create four flaps. Write titles on flaps and information under the flaps.
