SCHOLARSHIPS AND GRANTS

LOANS

Ford Federal Direct Loans — You must file a FAFSA (Free Application for Federal Student Aid) to be eligible. The maximum
you can receive per academic year is based on your earned credit hours: $5,500 for students with 1-29 credits, $6,500
for students with 30-59 credits and $7,500 for students with 60+ credits.

Parent Federal Loans — Parents can apply for these federal loans that accrue interest on disbursement and go into
repayment within 60 days.
